It was all so relaxed. Ever since then I have wanted to go back.
Twenty years later I went to France with my two teenagers. We fell into the local way of life - long lunchtimes, afternoons with perhaps no shops open, then exciting and cheerful evenings in the little towns, with people chatting over glasses of beer, everything so alive. Then we came back to Britain and found it hard to go back to one hour lunch, certainly not a minute more, and no shops open after 6 pm.

It made me think. Why do we expect everyone to live the way we do? I still love Britain, it is a super country in many ways. We have such a variety of countrysides, of dialects, of people, of foods. It is familiar to me. Maybe that is why I appreciate other countries and their differences.
