I am interested in what is happening to the English language. Is it really becoming the global language? When I ask this question people answer firmly "Of course". 

In fact, English has got a global status. When we turn on the TV and watch the news about East Asia or the Balkans or Africa or South America, local people are interviewed and answer in English. This past April, when Pope John Paul II arrived in the Middle East and talked to Christians, Muslims and Jews, he spoke not Latin, not Arabic, not Hebrew, not his native Polish. He spoke in English. But will English be the first world language for long?

Ten years ago about one in seven people in the United States didn’t speak English at home. Hispanic people make up 30% of the population of New York City, and from 1980 to 1990 the number of people speaking Spanish in the US increased by 50%.  The number of people speaking Chinese increased by 98%. At the moment, in California there are more people speaking Spanish than any other language. Politicians were so worried that they passed a law making English the official language of that state.
So, people who can only speak English have a limited understanding of the world. In fact, all languages are precious.
