Read the following text.

Ken Burke works as an air traffic controller and has enjoyed his time in this career. A typical working day begins with him talking to a flight service specialist about the day's weather conditions and flight plans. He opens the tower, checks all of the equipment, and checks his radios. He reviews the day's flight plans again, this time on the computer, and checks to see where all the planes will be coming from. 
Burke believes this occupation has numerous positive features. It provides much excitement and challenge, and you are granted a huge amount of responsibility. In addition, you are fairly independent and are in full control of your day-to-day tasks. Burke also suggests that this is a job which ends as soon as working hours are over. "At the end of your shift, you are relieved by an incoming worker. I hardly ever find myself taking my work home with me, and I like that." Another important aspect is that workers are rarely, if ever, required to stay late.

The road to becoming an air traffic controller is not an easy one. The screening process is very rigorous and there are many phases you must pass through prior to actually being employed. Many people are selected at each phase. This is an occupation in which the slightest error on the part of the worker can have devastating effects. After all, human lives are at stake. Burke says that "you really have to do your research and know what you are getting into beforehand, so that there are no surprises."

What is this process like? To begin, a high school diploma is a must for all those interested in applying. In addition, applicants must be at least 18 years old and are required to take a basic aptitude exam. Candidates are then rank-ordered according to their aptitude scores, and around 50 percent then proceed to an interview phase. Candidates with the highest overall rankings are invited to attend an intense, in-class training program for five to ten months. Then you must qualify for a security clearance, have adequate hearing and vision (this includes colour perception), and pass a civil aviation medical exam. You should also have the ability to quickly learn computer systems and applications. "I loved being paid to watch airplanes and enjoyed having such an effect on so many people." Furthermore, even new air traffic controllers can expect to earn above-average salaries in relation to the amount of education required for the job.

In terms of personal characteristics for this career, Burke lists "being excellent under pressure, mentally alert, a fast decision maker, able to process information quickly and accurately, and able to handle large amounts of responsibility." You should also be able to follow clear cut rules and have a good short term memory. Good communication skills, including fluency in English (and French for positions in Quebec and Ottawa) are absolutely essential.
