“I’d like to say to young people that the electrical industry is a very exciting industry for youngsters and I have lots of areas of interest and new technologies. It is not just plainly about lighting, there are different areas that go into the IT”, says Giuliano Digilio, Head of Technical Department.

“I occasionally pass buildings that worked on during my training or on a placement, and I enjoy it. Especially that one, if I passed it I would be happy to know that I had taken part in a project like that”, says a male electrician.

“When I draw up my plans, I am involved in creating something, It’s like bringing something to life. You see a building progress and then, when it’s finished, you see it inhabited or visited by the public, and I say to myself ‘I was there’”, says a female electrician.

“The opportunities lie in the great possibility to get a job within the electro technical domain. As there are so many different areas within the domain, you can choose where to work, that is, in the private sector or in public sector, onshore, on ships or offshore. The domain covers the technical fields as data, telecommunication, control, installation and power production and use in industry”, says Terje Hanssen, Technical Office of Nelfo, in Norway.

4. Being an electrician means devising and installing systems that improve comfort and safety in our homes, systems that can be used to monitor access to our homes without leaving our armchairs. In larger buildings, being an electrician means devising and planning fire fighting systems that can locate the origin of a fire immediately so that instant action can be taken and lives can be saved. It means installing increasingly complex IT networks to guarantee access to and the security of data, and systems to monitor access making sensitive places more secure. On a larger scale, it means devising and installing equipment, image infra structures, lighting our roads and making our cities and our planet shine. It means developing expertise and placing it at the service of our customers. But being an electrician also means working to protect the environment, by putting forward solutions to streamline parallel consumption and provide access to renewable energy sources.

“Of course, there is need to develop renewable energies –and photovoltaic will play its part. Each time the production of photovoltaic energy is doubled, the price falls 20%, while at the same time the price of conventional electricity is increasing by between 3 and 10% every year. For the small electrician, working with small or medium sized systems, photovoltaic energy is the perfect development. It’s clear that if he doesn’t take an interest in it over the next 5 to 10 years, above all in southern Europe, he will let a market that his competitors will seize on slip through his fingers. Today there are 30,000 jobs and 40% growth, what will happen to these jobs? Installation”, says Michel Viaud, of the European Photovoltaic Industry Association.
With the increasing complexity of technical innovations, private consumers and home owners as well as professional specifiers or purchasing managers are becoming more and more dependent on the knowledge and creativity of the electrical contractor.
